With your permission we give your phone number to the parent we 

have matched you with and then, if you want, you can arrange a car share. We keep 

the register – simply a list of names and postcodes – at school.  

If you live within walking distance of the school you may also like to join our Walk 

Share Register. Again this is just a way to facilitate parents sharing the getting of 

children to school by foot.
